ADMINISTRATION
LTC J. B. Black Jr., President

The appointm ent of L t. Colonel J. B. Black Jr. as the ninth  
President of K em per was m ade effective by the Board of 
Trustees on July 1, 1969.

At th a t tim e Colonel Black not only brought to  Kem per ex­
cellent academic and professional credentials, bu t was 
able to draw upon three areas of Kem per related experi­
ences—those of a cadet and junior college graduate (1940- 
42); as an “Old Boy” of 27 years standing; and as a 
Kemper parent from 1966, with William, one of three 
sons, receiving his Associate of Arts junior college degree a t the 
1970 commencement.
Colonel Black was formally inaugurated President during 
the 1970 commencement and has added a fourth Kemper 
related experience, having been the school’s adm inistra­
tive leader for one full school term .

Holding three degrees from Indiana University, from which 
he received his Bachelors, M asters and Doctoral degrees in 
Business Adm inistration, he came to K em per’s top ad ­
m inistrative post from W right S tate University, Dayton, 
Ohio where he was Dean of Business A dm inistration. He 
had served previously as a Professor of Finance on the 
faculties of Indiana and M iam i (Ohio) Universities.

During his business career as a fiscal economist, Colonel 
Black did extensive consulting work with the Irwin Union 
Bank and T rust Company of Columbus, Ind.; the Irwin

M anagem ent Corporation; the American Council on E d ­
ucation; Indiana Bankers Association; and Black Lumber 
Companies, Inc. In the mid-1960’s he served as fiscal and 
m onetary advisor to the government of El Salvador. His 
m ilitary background includes active duty with the U.S. 
Army in World War II, during which he served one year in 
the South Pacific. During the Korean Conflict he again was 
on active duty status; finally, in reserve sta tus he was a 
battalion com mander of the Second Battalion, 150th Artil­
lery, H eadquarters, Bloomington, Ind. He retired in 1966 
w ith the rank of lieutenant colonel.
Born M arch 7, 1924 in Princeton, Ind., he is the son of Mrs. 
J. B. Black Sr. and the late Mr. Black. He is m arried to  the 
former Sue Catherine Stone, daughter of Mrs. William E. 
Stone and the late Dr. Stone of Boonville. Their three sons 
are Joseph B. HI, William and Douglas.
Colonel Black in one year has established a firm and pro­
gressive yet flexible course a t the adm inistrative helm of 
our 126 year old school with decisions based on professional 
experiences and credentials th a t will serve the school well 
as K em per’s outstanding program continues on a m odern­
ized interpretation of Professor Frederick T. K em per’s 
original philosophy—“The object is to develop in harmony 
the physical, m ental and moral powers, not to make mere 
scholars, bu t to make m en.”
