Col. J B. Black, Jr.

President

J. B. Black Jr., COL FA ARNGR, first became asso-
ciated with Kemper as a cadet (40-42) and 27

years later (July 1, 1969) returned to his alma mater
as its ninth president.

At commencement this year he was promoted to the
rank of full colonel in Army National Guard, with
MG L. B. Adams Jr., Missouri's Adjutant General,
reading the executive orders and officiating at the
pinning ceremonies.

Before returning to Kemper as president Colonel
Black was Dean of Business Administration at Wright
State University, Dayton, Ohio. His educational
credentials include Associate in Arts degree,
Kemper, 1942; Amherst College, 1943-44; Bachelor
of Science degree, Indiana University, 1947; Mas-
ter of Business Administration, 1956, and Doctor of
Business Administration, 1965, both from Indiana
University.

He served with the U. S. Army in the South Pacific
during World War Il. He again served on active duty
in 1950-51. He commanded the 2nd Battalion,

150th Artillery, headquartered at Bloomington,
Ind., prior to his military retirement in 1966.

As a fiscal economist, Colonel Black has done ex-
tensive consulting work with business, industrial and
banking firms in the midwest. In 1964-65 he served
as fiscal and monetary advisor to the government of
El Salvador.

At Wright State University Colonel Black was priv-
ileged to be its first Dean in Business Administra-
tion and as such directed the growth of his school
from its inception to an enrollment of over 1800
students including 500 graduate students.

Before going to Wright State University as Dean,
Colonel Black was a member of the faculty of In-
diana University and Miami University as a Profes-
sor of Finance. Prior to entering the academic pro-
fession he was associated with the Black Lumber
Companies in the lumber and construction business
in southern Indiana. He has been active in many
civic affairs over the past 25 years and served as a
former city councilman at Bloomington.
